Focus on Curriculum:  

OMG! RSCC is getting NAEYC  

NIH, LOL, GOP, MCPSéthese days, we are inundated with acronyms in an effort to save time. 

Well, just when you thought you were all òacronymedó out, we are going to throw one more your way: 

NAEYC. Nice Acronyms Express Your Conversations? Not for our purposes! NAEYC is the National 

Association for the Education of Young Children. 

Since 1926, NAEYC has been òimproving the well-being of all young children, with particular fo-

cus on the quality of educational and developmental services for all children from birth through age 8.ó 

As you may already know, RSCC was previously accredited by NAEYC and had to let that accreditation 

lapse due to our move. However, now that we are past the required amount of time being in our new 

space, we are getting the ball rolling again and hope to be through the process by this time next year. 

What exactly does it mean to be accredited? It is a stamp of approval that a school meets a 

higher standard in its care and teaching of its children. Below are a few key points that NAEYC focuses 

on when evaluating a school for accreditation. 

 

Developmentally Appropriate Curriculum:  Children have limitless potential! The question we 

face as educators is how to get them to reach their full potential. NAEYC focuses on ensuring a 

well planned out, developmentally appropriate, environment for children through access to stimu-

lating materials, highly trained teachers, and a safe learning environment. 

Highly Educated and Supported Teachers and Administrators: NAEYC believes that teach-

ers of young children should be òknowledgeable and well-trained.ó Quite simply, this means our 

teachers having access to training and continued education to further their knowledge in the field 

of early childhood development and curriculum. 

Diversity: One of the main focuses of NAEYC is that children should have equal access to a òhigh 

quality early childhood education.ó As a community, we only benefit from òvaluing and respecting 

individuals with diverse viewpoints and perspectives who share a commitment to the education 

and development of young children.ó 
Accountability:  One focus of NAEYC is to develop an accountability network throughout early 

childhood programs across the nation. The old saying is that òit takes a village to raise a child.ó As 

partners in your childõs wellbeing and education, we have the opportunity to expand that circle to 

the state and national level to ensure that all children have access to wonderful programs like 

RSCC. NAEYC promotes this growth through their message of the importance of an early child-

hood education. 

 

Those are just a few key points that the NAEYC certification process emphasizes. But hopefully, 

it gives you an indication of how meeting these high standards can be such an advantage for our chil-

dren. RSCC is thrilled to be taking on this challenge, both in the knowledge that we will be among 

the early childhood centers elite, and that we are involved and supporting a much broader mission: 

recognizing the importance of the first years of life for all children.

Parking on that side 

causes a very narrow lane for cars to pass through and is potentially hazardous as it severely limits the visibility of children getting 

into their cars.  If there are no available spots in pick-up and drop-off you may: 

1) Park in one of the visitor spots around the pond and by the playground. 

2) Park in the surface lot on the other side of the building (off Fernwood Drive) and come in through the building. 

3) Wait for a space to become open. 

4) Park in the new parking garage on the other side of the play areas (Park up to 15 minutes for free) 

*Remember, in order to park in the drop off area, you need to display a Rock Spring bumper sticker to avoid getting towed.
