Open Houses 



Outdoor Play  
Please be sure that you are bringing hats, gloves, snow pants and boots in for your child as 

the weather turns colder.   As a reminder, RSCC has a strong commitment to outdoor play.  

As it is getting darker earlier at this time of year, we are bringing the children in earlier in 

the evenings.   However, we try to take the children out multiple times every day unless 

the weather conditions are extreme.   Our full weather policy is below: 

Outdoor Play  
It is essential that children get time outside each and every day possible.   Children need time to be exposed 

to the fresh air and to have the opportunity to run, jump, climb and play.   We closely follow the recommenda-

tions of the County Health Department, the American Academy of Pediatrics, and other national child care 

health organizations to ensure our practices are consistent with their recommendations.   

While wind speed and air quality may impact our practices, we generally go out for at least an hour every day 

when the temperatures are between 32 and 90 degrees Fahrenheit.   We reduce our outings to 15 - 20 minutes 

at a time if the weather is below freezing or higher than 95 degrees.   We pay close attention to the air qual-

ity and also limit outdoor time during Code Red and Code Orange days.   The only times we generally do not go 

outside at all is when it is raining or if the weather is colder than 10 degrees or hotter than 100.   Please make 

sure you dress your child appropriately and apply sunscreen every morning, especially in the summer.

(You should also 

confirm with the office to be sure that this was 

done so you get your credit).  Often, you wonõt 

even have to be the one to convince the family to 

attend the Center.  Just get them to attend an 

open house or call for a tour.  Let Betsy, Carrie 

and Sandra do the rest!

I used to write an email update regularly, espe-

cially as we went through the turmoil last year of 

finding a new home for the School.  As we 

shifted from crisis management to a sense of 

normalcy, I stopped do-

ing it.  However, the 

Parents Committee sug-

gested it would be help-

ful to get regular up-

dates from the Board 

about the broader is-

sues affecting the 

School and the Board 

agreed.  Thus, this col-

umn is born. 

 

Since our beautiful new School was built and 

opened last October, our focus has been on two 

main areas: filling it with wonderful families, and 

ensuring that it lives up to (and in many cases ex-

ceeds) the high standards for which we have al-

ways been known. 

 

I am very proud to say that 

because of the hard work 

and dedication of our di-

rectors, teachers and par-

ent volunteers., we have 

not only been able to at-

tract some fantastic fami-

lies to RSCC, we have also 

been able to nearly fill it.  

We did this during one of 

the worst economic 

downturns in recent his-

tory.  I believe that is a 

testament to the devotion 

and care that out teachers and administrators 

demonstrate on a daily basis.  They try to make 

magic happen every day and that makes our 

families want to be a part of RSCC.  We still 

have a little further 

to go to completely 

fill the School.  The 

Otters will convert 

to a three year old 

room in January.
