Parking Reminder 
Please help us ensure a safe and orderly traffic pattern in front of 

our School.

Board of Directors Update 
  Enrollment continues to be the top priority for the 

School.  With the tight economy, we have more openings 

than usual.  We know that tuition is not cheap and it is 

not easy for many of our families to afford the costs of 

full day daycare and preschool.  We set the tuition levels 

as low as we can each year with the expectation that we 

will be close to full.  When we have openings, we are not 

operating as efficiently as we could be and this means it 

costs more per family than it would if we were full.  

While we are doing our best to cut 

costs without impacting the quality 

of care our children receive, we 

appreciate the help of our families 

in trying to find people to fill the 

open spots. 

  In the meantime, we are working 

hard to set up what we need to 

build the new infant spaces.  These 

spaces will help us fill a critical 

need in our community as well as 

ensure we can meet the demands 

of our current families as they have 

new additions.  This also happens 

to be the area of most demand as we have nearly 100 

families on our waitlist for spaces for children 1 year 

and under.   

  Because of this, the Board has decided to focus our 

fundraising this year on raising money to give us the 

best chance to build these spaces.  We will still use 

some of the money raised to support the scholarships 

for families in need and the teacher education efforts 

we currently do.  However, we first need to finish the 

School and do what we can to 

bring in more families and stabilize 

enrollment before we can expand 

our efforts in these other areas. 

  We hope that our families will do 

everything they can to support our 

efforts this year.  We need to en-

sure that the School is on stable 

footing so that we can continue to 

provide what we hope you see as 

a very special community where 

your children spend most of their 

waking hours.
