Please help us ensure a safe and orderly traffic pattern in front of our School.  We ask you to adjust 

your routes to come into the office part from Rockledge Drive or Fernwood Road.  If you come in 

from Rock Spring Drive, please go around the pond rather than try to pull into the drop off spaces facing the wrong 

way.
